(including privacy and independence) to individuals with the full-range of disabilities; (3) 
provide training for election officials, poll workers, and election volunteers on how best to 
promote the access and participation of individuals with the full-range of disabilities in election 
for Federal office: and (4) provide individuals with the full-range of disabilities with information 
about the accessibility of polling places.

12.219   EASE – EFFECTIVE ABSENTEE SYSTEM FOR ELECTION 
 
Program Description:  The Effective Absentee System for Elections (EASE) is an online 
ballot-delivery system that seamlessly integrates all the documents necessary for Maryland’s 
uniformed-service members, their spouses and dependents, and qualified overseas voters to 
register to vote, update existing voter registration information, request an absentee ballot, and 
receive and mark a blank absentee ballot. By streamlining absentee voting procedures and 
creating an entirely electronic process, EASE eliminates many of the hurdles experienced during 
the traditional absentee balloting process.
