Governor’s Grants Office Publishes Report of Federal Funds Flowing into Maryland

Includes Federal Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds (ARRA) and private Foundation grants
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June 3, 2010(Annapolis)…The Maryland Governor’s Grants Office has issued its 2010 annual report of Federal funds that flow into Maryland. In keeping with Governor Martin O’Malley’s policy of transparency in state government, the 2010 Annual Report of Federal Funds to Maryland is presented entirely online at the Grants Office website www.grants.maryland.gov. The report identifies and describes all Federal grants, including American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grants received by Maryland State agencies. 

“Marylanders clearly can see in this Grants Annual Report how their Federal tax dollars come back to Maryland. Besides providing this information in the most transparent way, in this economically challenging time, it is more important than ever to see how effectively Maryland State government maximized its use of Federal grant monies to improve the lives of Marylanders,” said Governor Martin O’Malley. 

The second year of the Recovery Act (ARRA) is reflected in this year’s report. Prior to ARRA, changes in Federal grant funds from one Fiscal Year (FY) to the next were comparatively small but there is a large jump in Federal grant funds received by Maryland in Fiscal Years 2009, 2010, and anticipated in 2011 directly related to ARRA, reflecting the O’Malley – Brown Administration’s aggressive pursuit of all funds for which the State qualifies.

In State Fiscal year 2009 Maryland State agencies received approximately $7.8 billion. In FY 2010, $9.3 billion in total Federal grant funds were secured by Maryland State agencies, and in FY 2011 the State also anticipates receiving $9.3 billion in Federal grants.  Of the 510 active Federal grant programs in FY 2010, 69 of these are ARRA funded programs (many are extensions of Federal grants that existed prior to ARRA).

The summary charts that list all Federal grants (including ARRA grants) can be followed to the specific agency receiving the grants, and in each agency report there is a detailed description of each program that explains how the money is actually being spent in Maryland.  “We added a new section in this year’s report to show how State agencies are aligning our Federal grants with Governor O’Malley’s 15 policy goals,” said Maryland Governor’s Grants Office Director Eric Brenner.


The section on foundations links to a list of each foundation headquartered in Maryland (1,400 +), identified by County, and Baltimore City, which in turn allows for viewing the most recent tax filing submitted by each foundation, including board members, and the most recent grant recipients. The Federal Procurement part of the report highlights an area where Maryland continues to excel compared to the rest of the country.  This section lets the reader learn more about the firms (and they are mostly private companies) that are leading the way on procurement, which showcases some of the improved Federal websites that permit viewing Federal grants and contracts.

The report also includes a list of the current Grants Office contacts in each state agency.  These topic experts stand ready to answer questions specific to both their agencies and their field of expertise.  Marylanders are invited to contact the Governor’s Grants Office at MDGrantsOffice@gov.state.md.us with any questions about the research in this book.
