Governor’s Grants Office Publishes 2011 Annual Report of Federal Funds Flowing into Maryland

520 federal grants bring in $10.3 billion in Fiscal Year 2011 
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May 9, 2011 (Annapolis)…The Maryland Governor’s Grants Office has issued its 2011 annual report of Federal funds that flow into Maryland. In keeping with Governor Martin O’Malley’s policy of transparency in state government, the 2011 Annual Report of Federal Funds to Maryland 
is presented entirely online at the Grants Office website www.grants.maryland.gov. The report identifies and describes all Federal grants, including American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) grants, received by Maryland State agencies. 

“I am pleased that Maryland state agencies are working to make our state government more open and accountable by demonstrating how federal tax dollars are flowing back to the State of Maryland,” said Governor Martin O’Malley. “These efforts have ensured that we are effectively competing for federal grant dollars, and pursuing funds that will have the largest positive impact on the greatest number of Maryland citizens.”

The largest new grant Maryland received this year is the Race-to-the-Top funding that our State competitively won: $124 million in FY 11, with another $25 million anticipated in FY 12. And, led by Lt. Governor Anthony Brown, The Health Care Affordability Act resulted in several new, first time federal grants to different state agencies as well as to Maryland organizations outside of state government. 

In FY 2010, $9.3 billion in total Federal grant funds were secured by Maryland State agencies, and in FY 2011 this figure will increase to $10.3 billion, an all-time high. Of the 520 active Federal grant programs in FY 2011, a majority of the federal grants met at least one of Governor O’Malley 15 policy goals, reflecting the O’Malley-Brown Administration’s aggressive pursuit of all funds for which the State qualifies.

Governor’s Grants Office Director Eric Brenner said, “Any organization, be it a local government or non-profit, that is interested in receiving federal grant money really needs to pay attention to this report. The vast majority of federal grant funds distributed in Maryland first pass through State agencies via these 520 federal grants. The federal grant totals received directly by local governments and non-profits is a much smaller amount.” 

The report summary charts list all Federal grants and can be followed to the specific Maryland State agency receiving the grant/s, and in each agency report there is a detailed description of each grant program that explains how the money is actually being spent. 

The report also includes a list of the current Grants Office contacts in each state agency.  These topic experts stand ready to answer questions specific to both their agencies and their field of expertise.  Marylanders are invited to contact the Governor’s Grants Office at MDGrantsOffice@gov.state.md.us with any questions about the research in this book.
