Formula Description: An agreement documenting the commitment of the organization to 

provide matching funds for support of the project in an amount equal to the amount of the 

contribution of the federal government is required.  Provides funds to support the detailed 

processing and preservation of collections of national significance including Manumissions 

and Certificates of Freedoms for enslaved individuals. 

 

Program Supported/Population Served:  In partnership with the Council of State Archives, 

these funds support the Maryland State Archives in developing and delivering in-person and 

web-based training for state and local government agencies nationwide on the topic of 

disaster preparedness and recovery for records repositories.  These funds also support the 

Research Program at the Maryland State Archives, serving citizens interested in Maryland 

history, African-American history, and genealogy. In addition, primary and secondary school 

teachers, college faculty, and students of all ages will benefit from this research. 
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
